D ennis Michael Long, age 71, passed away on December 9,
2017. He was born January 26, 1946 in Racine, Wisconsin.

He was a lifelong resident of Racine and attended Washington Park High School. He worked for

more than 30 years at the S.C. Johnson Company. Dennis retired from the company in the late
1990’s.

His ex-wife Lori described Denny as a “great cat dad” for which he earned this title
caring, mending and loving 20+ cats in his 71 years. Over his lifetime, Denny took great pleasure
in meticulously restoring more than 40 classic autos and trucks. Upon his death, he owned more
than 18 of them.
